This instruction manual contains information about the installation, operation and
maintenance of the device and should be consulted as an important source of
information and reference guide.

5. Installation and operation

5.1 Installation

Positioning

Unpack the device and remove all packing material. Remove the protective wrap
from the device.

A CAUTION!

» Never remove the rating plate and any warning signs from the device.

Install the legs frame (it is not included in the delivery) to the heat leakage.

Place the device on top of an even, stable, dry, and water-resistant surface which
supports the weight of the device and is not heat sensitive.

Never place the device in wet or humid places.

Never place the device on a flammable surface.

Never place the device near an open flame, electric ovens, heating ovens and other
sources of heat.

Pay attention to a sufficient distance (at least 30 cm) from walls and other
inflammable or prone to fading objects.
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Connection

A DANGER! Electric shock hazard!

The device can cause injuries due to improper insta  llation!

Before installation and connecting the local power grid specification should

be compared with that of the device (see rating pla  te). Connect the device only
in case of compliance!

Connect the device only to properly installed singl e socket with

protective terminal.

Do not disconnect the supply cable by pulling it, a lways pull the plug.

e The electrical circuit in the socket must be secured to at least 16A. Only connect the
device directly to the wall socket; do not use any extension cords or power strips.

« Place the device so that the plug is easily accessible and can be quickly removed
from its socket in case of necessity.

5.2 Operation

« Connect the device to a single grounded socket.
e Turn on the device with the use of a lever.

e Put warm dishes under the heat leakage to keep their temperature. Pay attention to
the distance between the infrared lamp and the dishes. This distance should be
approx. 30 cm.

@NOTE!

Only with the right distances the ideal temperature of serving hot meals
without lowering the quality by overcooking can be kept.

* Separate the device from the mains outlet, when it is no longer used (pull the
mains plug!)
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6. Cleaning

A CAUTION!

Disconnect the unit from the power supply (unplug!) before cleaning.

The unit is not designed to be rinsed with running water.
Do not use a pressure washer to clean the device!
Be careful and do not let the water into the unit.

The device should be cleaned regularly.
Clean the casing of the device with a damp and soft cloth and a mild cleaning agent.

Stubborn stains can be removed with a special cleaning agent for aluminium and
stainless steel.

o Only use a soft cloth and make sure you never use any kind of abrasive agents
which could scratch the surface.

o0 After the cleaning procedure, you should use a soft and dry cloth to wipe dry and
polish the surface.

Storing the device

o If the device is to remain unused for a longer period of time, clean it according to the
above instructions and store in a dry, clean place safe from frost and sun and
inaccessible to children.

o Do not place any heavy objects on the device.
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7. Waste disposal

Discarding old devices

At the end of its service life the discarded device has to be disposed in accordance with
the national regulations. It is advisable to contact a company which is specialized in
waste disposal, or just contact the local disposal service in your community.
